How to prepare your images for the photoclub Galleries:

The Gallery may have up to 10-12 images.

Please prepare your images sized 500 pixels on the maximum side (width or height) with resolution of 72 pixels. 

Save each image for Web (Photoshop->File -> save for Web) as jpg with quality of 5 or 6, the file should not exceed 60-70 Kb. In case when visible distortion occurs, you may save image with higher quality. 

You may want to add a copyright sign, please check the galleries to take a look at some of the images having this sign to get an idea. 

White font color looks well, and you may try to reduce the transparency of the layer with letters to make them less bright.

Don't forget to flatten the image before saving the jpg.
The jpg should have a number in the order you want it to appear on the page: 01.jpg, 02.jpg, 03 jpg. etc, to the final image, like 12.jpg. 

After this please prepare a square-sized thumbnail sized 90x90 pixels, and make a gif with the same name: 01.gif, 02.gif. etc., corresponding to the jpg number.  The square shape of the thumbnail makes it easier to populate the gallery, eliminating  manual work with individual images.  

To be able to save a gif, open your 01.jpg, make a square crop, reduce the size (90x90 pixels) -> go to Image ->Mood->Indexed Color ->File ->Save as gif  -> Compuserve gif. 

You would also need - or like - to sharpen your jpgs after resizing. You can't do it with gifs in Photoshop, so sharpen the small thumbnails before converting them to gifs. 

Go to Filter->Sharpen->Unsharpen mask - ( Amount=500, Radius= 0.1- 0.2 pixels, threshold = 2-3). 

Please give the list of names for your images in the email separately, like: 

01.jpg - Morning Glory 
02.jpg - Sunset, etc.
